To Assemble  

1. Open the platform frame (fig.5) set legs to the required height using the extension kit 
if required (fig.6,6a). Tighten legs into frame (fig. 7). 

2. Once set to the correct height, tighten all fixings on the support legs securely with a 
spanner (spanner not provided) (fig. 8). 

3. Place frame into the correct position (fig.9), use securing pins to lock frame together 
(fig.10). 

4. Now open out the platform plate and position this onto the top of the frame (fig. 11).  
5. Fix the Safety edges into the required configuration using the fixings provided (fig. 

12) 
6. Position the Platform accordingly and the ramps can now be placed into position (fig.
